Removing Inserting and Positioning

Remove cartridges with JBC pliers. Align cartridges with JBC pliers.

Metal Brush

Maintenance

Before carrying out maintenance or storage, always allow the equipment to cool and unplug the stand
from the station and the tool.

- Clean the station screen with a glass cleaner
or a damp cloth.

- Use a damp cloth to clean the casing, the
stand and the tool. Alcohol can only be
used for cleaning the metal parts.

- Periodically check that the metal parts of the
tool and stand are clean so that the station
can detect the tool status.

Caution
- Do not use the Wire Stripper for other applications than wire stripping.
- Do not modify or customize the Wire Stripper.

- Do not hit the blade against workbench to eliminate stripped insulation debris. This behavior would
damage the blade.

- Remove power from the tool by holding the plug, not the wires.

- Be careful with the fumes produced when stripping. We recomend to use our fume extractor.
